In Australia, CABLEready sold its humorous documentary COMBOVER: THE MOVIE (1 x :60) to XYZ Entertainment, which will premiere it in December on Channel V.

Also in the Pacific Rim, two New Zealand networks acquired episodes of INSIDE THE ACTORS STUDIO.  Rialto took 14 hours, including two-hour specials with John Travolta and Robert Redford.  Arts Channel picked up 22 hours, including two-hour specials with Robin Williams and Mike Myers.

Finally, Korea’s Q Channel bought 28 hours of the true-crime series DOMINICK DUNNE’S POWER, PRIVILEGE & JUSTICE, while ASTRO, in its first deal ever with CABLEready, picked up 26 half-hours of the forensic series MEDICAL DETECTIVES for a pay TV telecast in Malaysia and Brunei.
