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Cableready CLOSES DEALS IN seven countries including germany and the entire african CONTINENT 

norwalk, ct, march 24, 2008 — CABLEready (www.cableready.net), the international television program distribution and development company, has reached a series of licensing agreements covering basic cable/satellite rights with seven major networks including,  HBO-owned Spektrum Channel, 03 Productions, Planete, Current TV, Focus, Nonstop Television, TV4 Scandinavia.  The company also reached a new sub-distribution agreement with Off The Fence for the entire continent of Africa.  

The deals were announced today by Sabrina Toledo, CABLEready’s vice president, sales and marketing.

Amsterdam-based distribution and production company Off the Fence bought the rights for Africa to 328 30-minute episodes of Forensic Files and Medical Detectives. Off The Fence has also signed on as CABLEready’s exclusive sales agent for the African territory. Both series have been cited for providing the inspiration for the dramatic series CSI.  Forensic Files and Medical Detectives profile intriguing crimes where science caught the bad guy, and follows coroners, medical examiners, physicians, law enforcement officials, journalists and legal experts as they put together the pieces of the crime puzzle.  

In Hungry and the Czech Republic, Spektrum, which is HBO-owned, picked up the rights to fifteen 30-minute episodes of  the high-definition series Epic Conditions.  This series explores the dynamics between perfect weather conditions and perfect location to create the ultimate extreme sports adventure.

03 Productions based in the Middle East bought all television rights to nine 60-minute episodes of Accident Investigator.  Each episode follows three different cases per episode where each accident is examined from every angle.  Rusty Haight, Director of the Collision Safety Institute and foremost expert in “reading” accident scenes, guides viewers through each case and literally recreates the accident.  

In Poland, Planete picked up a one 60-minute documentary Biography of a Corpse and the mini-series Micro Killers (4 x 60-minutes).  Biography of a Corpse explores the revolutionary laboratory known as The Anthropology Research Facility, more widely recognized as “The Body Farm,” a term coined in a 1994 best-selling novel.  Forensic anthropologist Bill Bass and his team of researchers study a body’s decay from the time of death until only a skeleton remains, recording the rate of decay under varying conditions. Micro Killers looks at the increasingly lethal nature of emerging viruses, and the new drug-resistant strains of old foes such as tuberculosis, hinting that the world may be poised on the edge of a global pandemic.

Focus, in Germany, has secured the rights to one 60-minute documentary, Munchausen Moms, which follows three mothers that inflict a rare, but lethal form of child abuse known as Munchausen by Proxy.  The women, all perceived as concerned, loving mothers, are willing to do the unthinkable for attention - making their own children sick, leaving broken families and lives in their wake.  Additionally, Focus bought rights to fourteen 60-minute episodes of More Than Human.   This series explores the limits that the human body can withstand and the processes that make it possible for one to survive extremes
Nonstop Television, based in both Scandinavia and Eastern Europe, bought the rights to twenty-six new episodes of the 11-time Emmy-nominated series Inside the Actor’s Studio. James Lipton, Dean Emeritus of The Actors Studio, has created an institution in the interview world, having sat down with more than 180 of the world’s most accomplished artists – from actors and directors to musicians and comedians. Nonstop Television has also bought the rights to thirteen new episodes of Times Talks, the prestigious series features in-depth conversations with well known public figures ranging from James Taylor, Mikhail Baryshnikov, the women of The Sopranos, Madeleine Albright and Brian Williams, to John Legend, Javier Bardem, Larry David, Bob and Harvey Weinstein, and dozens of other prominent artists, entertainers and newsmakers.  

TV4 in Scandinavia secured the rights to three different series:  The first, ten 60-minute episodes of Stunt Stars, which follows stunt men and women have thrilled audiences with daring and spectacular performances.  Second, thirteen 30-minute episodes of Making News, which reveals what happens when the cameras are turned on the real people who deliver the nightly news.  This series follows the work lives of the anchors, reporters and crew of local TV stations in Texas and Georgia as they tackle everything from the first-time TV anchor, to dating co-workers, to an in-studio interview of a suspected murderer, and much more in between.  Last, TV4 picked up twelve 60-minute episodes of Women Behind Bars.  Most of us have a morbid curiosity to explore the forces that compel women to commit murder. Each episode of Women Behind Bars will be packed with the most astonishing, shocking and surprising twists and turns ever seen on television.
